We collaborate with students to increase 
self-understanding and develop the skills necessary to 
overcome personal concerns.

The official mobile safety app of UNLV, RebelSAFE, 
provides UNLV students with many features to keep 
themselves safe. These include real-time chats with 
police services dispatch, requests for Rebel Rides 
evening security escorts and shuttles, anonymous crime 
tip submission, and more. It is also recommended that 
parents and guardians download the app to receive 
RebelSAFE Alerts, an emergency notification system 
used for incidents that present an imminent threat to 
life, health, or safety to the UNLV community. Alert 
messages provide information and instructions to 
protect yourself during an emergency. Students are 
automatically enrolled in this system upon registration.

Emergency 
calls from these phones will connect directly to University 
Police Dispatch or broadcast RebelSAFE Alerts via public 
address speakers.

Self-Defense Classes
