3) Observe and explicate court cases (online)

ASISTENCIA A CLASE Y PARTICIPACION (10%)

La participacion en esta clase es muy importante y la asistencia es obligatoria. Por ello
mismo, es importante que se conecte puntualmente. Si se conecta mas de 10 minutos
tarde, se considerara ¥2 ausencia. Le seran permitidas tres ausencias a lo largo del
semestre. A partir de la cuarta ausencia, su nota disminuird significativamente (2% por
cada falta). Es responsabilidad del alumno que falte a clase ponerse al corriente y pedir
la tarea y las lecturas asignadas a sus comparieros. El trabajo asignado y evaluado
durante periodos de clase con ausencias debera discutirse con la instructora.

Es responsabilidad del estudiante venir a clase y participar activamente. Este componente
toma en consideracion distintos aspectos: 1) su consistente empleo del espafiol en clase,
2) su asistencia y puntualidad, 3) su preparacion para las tareas asignadas, 4) su deseo
de participar individualmente y en grupos y 5) el respeto por la clase y por sus
compaferos. Se colgara en Webcampus una rubrica para que los estudiantes vean como
se les evaluara para la parte de participacion.

LECTURAS (10%)

Asimismo, los estudiantes deberan leer el libro El espafiol juridico de Enrique Alcaraz
Var6 y Brian Hughes y responder a las preguntas que la profesora colgara en
Webcampus. Los estudiantes entregaran las respuestas a las preguntas en Webcampus
una hora antes de la hora de clase, como muy tarde, y el dia indicado en el Calendario
del curso y estos se corregiran en voz alta durante la clase. Este ejercicio tiene una nota
de 0% o de 100%. Si el estudiante entrega sus preguntas antes de la clase y las ha
respondido todas, recibira un 100%. Si algin estudiante no entrega las respuestas antes
de la clase, recibird un 0%. Es importante que las respuestas se entreguen antes de la
clase para asegurarse de que los estudiantes participaran activamente durante el turno
de preguntas.

Ademads, la profesora entregara lecturas adicionales en clase, segun el tema estudiado,
y asignara tareas especificas que los estudiantes realizaran fuera del horario de clase.

INFORME DE CASOS (15%)

Los estudiantes accederan a la pagina web de United States Courts
(https://www.uscourts.gov/about-federal-courts/judicial-administration/cameras-
courts/case-video-archive) y elegiran tres casos (penal/civil/administrativo/familia...) que
observaran de forma remota. Una vez se ha terminado con la observacion de cada
caso, los estudiantes escribiran un informe de al menos 1 000 palabras que incluira la
siguiente informacion:

1. Lugary fecha del caso.

2. Descripcion del caso.

3. Explicacion del/de los tema/s juridico/s tratado/s.

4. Comentario personal sobre la actuacion de los abogados, fiscal, juez, acusado,
intérprete, etc. En este apartado se incluirdn las lecturas realizadas para poder
entender mejor el caso, si se han hecho.

PRESENTACION ORAL (20%)

Los estudiantes se dividiran en grupos y elegiran un pais hispanohablante. Una vez
aprobado por la profesora, los estudiantes analizaran el sistema juridico del pais elegido
y lo presentaran al resto de compafieros de forma oral durante la clase (ver Calendario
del curso).

En Webcampus se colgara un documento con instrucciones especificas para realizar esta

tarea, asi como la rabrica para su correccion y también se discutird en clase la primera
semana del semestre.

PELICULA DE TEMA JURIDICO (20%)

Los estudiantes trabajaran individualmente para esta tarea. Se elegira para su visionado
una de las siguientes peliculas:

The grade of “I” (Incomplete) may be granted when a student has satisfactorily completed three-fourths of
course work for that semester/session, but cannot complete the last part of the course for reason(s) beyond
the student’s control and acceptable to the instructor, and the instructor believes that the student can finish
the course without repeating it. For undergraduate courses, the incomplete work must be made up before
the end of the following regular semester.

If course
requirements are not completed within the period indicated, a grade of “F” will be recorded, and the student’s
GPA will be adjusted accordingly. Students who are fulfiling an Incomplete grade do not register for the
course, but make individual arrangements with the instructor who assigned the “I” grade.
